CYBER SAFETY PROJECT

It takes a village to raise a child. We deliver cyber safety and digital wellbeing education that meets the needs of
students, staff and parents, creating partnerships that continue to support your whole community.

On Wednesday 11" October students will participate in an incursion learning about Digital Safety with the Cyber
Safety Project. Information about what each cohort of students will learn is detailed below.

FOUNDATION TO YEAR 2

Our youngest students explore how to be safe online with help seeking a focus in this session. Students will
practice the skill of Thinking About How You Feel and tap into their emotions. Unsafe online feelings such as
scared, worried, nervous, sad, mad, angry or confused will lead them to S.T.O.P. what they are doing and seek
help. Studentswi | | explore why it isnét always safe online
including Familiar People, Strange People, Tricky People and Unkind People.

YEAR 3 AND 4

Our middle students will explore the places they may go online to connect, learn and play, identifying different
personal, private and public spaces. Students will evaluate who might be able to see them, whilst carefully
considering the type of information they share. The theme of making good digital choices will lead students to
think about their personal and public information and how to protect this by crafting long and strong passwords
for their personal online accounts.

YEAR 5 AND 6

Our eldest students will be empowered to establish skills to self manage their own digital lives in this interactive
digital safety session. Students will uncover how easy it can be to overshare online and find ways to protect their
privacy and personal data. Students will be made aware of social protocols online and will consider their
responsibilities as online citizens by discussing how they can establish positive and respectful relationships
online.

TEACHING AND LEARNING

Inquiry Learning

In Foundation, students have been excited to explore our inquiry topic, "The Bridge and Beyond."
Throughout the unit, students have had opportunities to create objects using various materials. This
week, students worked in pairs to construct a bridge designed to carry objects, such as handmade cars.
Students also had the chance to craft various items using a variety of materials, including cars, robots,
and jellyfish. It has been a wonderful experience for students as they delve into our inquiry unit.
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In Grade One, students have been exploring Light and Sound. Students used reusable materials to
make musical instruments such as guitars, maracas and scrapers. In small groups, students planned a
performance and created puppets to use to tell a story. They also used their musical instruments to
create sounds to accompany their performance. Students used a light source to make their puppets into

shadows. They all did an amazing job!

In the lead up to the show they created musical
instruments from recycled materials and experimented with Chrome Music Lab to create different sound
effects that would enhance their performance. They turned short stories into scripts and designed and
crafted puppets. The final results were amazing and we all enjoyed the performances this week.

rehearsing and performing our shadow puppet shows. We were very proud of our acting skills and
expression whilst experimenting with shadows, sounds and movement during our performances.
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In2Cwe have been exploring the I nquiry unit O6Li gl
plan, rehearse and present a shadow puppet show. We chose fairy tales such as Little Red Riding Hood,
The Ugly Duckling, Three Little Pigs, The Elves and the Shoemaker, Chicken Licken, The Gingerbread
man and The Three Billy Goats Gruff. Students enjoyed exploring elements of sounds and practising
their oral language skills through these presentations.
