TEACHING AND LEARNING  
Literacy, Numeracy and Harmony Week 



  

 

In Grade One we listened to stories about Harmony Day and linked the idea to our Inquiry unit, in which we are 
celebrating different cultures. This week, students have learnt about India. After making Rangoli, students wrote a 
recount about the learning experience.  
In Numeracy, we have been consolidating our understanding of trusting the count, by making numbers in different 
ways using a variety of materials. Students have been grouping items into 2s, 5s and 10s to allow faster counting 
of collections.  

 

  



   

   

 



In Grade 2, we have been deepening our understanding of place value by creating 2 digit numbers using concrete 
materials, then comparing and sequencing these numbers on number lines. We have also been exploring length, 
using informal units of measurement, such as paddle pop sticks, unifix cubes and matchsticks to measure and 
compare different objects around the classroom. We have discussed the importance of using a unit that is the same 
size when measuring, and ensured we did not leave gaps or overlap, for accuracy. 

 
  

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

This week the Grade 3 students problem-solved in Mathematics. We had three overlapping circles that created 7 
spaces to place a single digit number. Using the digits 1 to 7, students randomly placed the number cards in a space 
and then added the total of each circle. The aim was to position the number cards in a way that would make each 
circle have the same total. 
Students worked together to find a solution to the problem. We found that there were a number of solutions.   



 

 

During Mathematics lessons, the Grade 4 students have been focusing on place value, measuring length and 
collecting data. They also practised visually representing it using picture, bar and line graphs. We have used our 
problem-solving skills to explore the importance of place value and the number zero. We headed outside and 
measured our broad jumps, estimated using our steps and measured the futsal court using standard units of 
measurement. 
 

This week we have continued to explore formal and informal units and investigated whether the lengths of both 
arms, extended out, equate to our height. Using streamers, students tested this theory, measuring out a length of 
streamer, lying down on the floor to check if they were accurate. Students then used a combination of rulers to 
measure their heights.

Grade 5/6A have been very busy during our English sessions this week working on Harmony Day Acrostic Poems. 
They were also set the challenge of writing a short story that featured all of the important details of a narrative, 
but using only 100 words. There was a lot of editing going on!  



  

  

In 5/6B, Week 8 has been dedicated to exploring decimals in numeracy. From whole class contributions on a 
number line to students creating their own place value charts for decimal numbers up to the ten-thousandths, 
students have been fully immersed in decimal concepts.   
Furthermore, 5/6B has been engaged in brainstorming key vocabulary, watching insightful videos, and creating 
poems, all centred around the theme of Harmony Day. Through these activities, students have deepened their 
understanding of cultural diversity and continued to form strong relationships with classmates by exploring and 
sharing diverse backgrounds and experiences.
