STAYING WELL THIS WINTER

Stay well thiswinter

Symptoms of influenza (flu) can hit very quickly and may last several weeks. Vaccination is the best way to prote
yourself and others from getting the flu.

Keeping our school community well

Parents, carers and students are encouraged to practice prevention measures, including:

1 washing and sanitising hands regularly

9 avoiding touching eyes, nose and mouth with unwashed hands

1 covering nose and mouth when coughing or sneezing - staying home if unwell and consulting a general practition
(GP) or Nursen-call as required

9 staying up to date with flu and COVID vaccinations.

Flu vaccinations

Flu vaccinations can be booked through GPs and pharmacies, many of which can also providE9G@sdiDations.
Flu vaccination is recommended for everyaged 6 months and over.

Some people are more at risk of complications from flu and are eligible for free vaccination as part of the Nation:
Immunisation Program.

COVIPE19 booster

The 2024 COVHDO booster dose is available for everyone aged 18 and alé@stting your booster dose remains the

best way to prevent severe illness or hospitalisation, especially in people aged over 65 and those at higher risk
severe illnessChildren aged between 5 and 17 years who are at risk of severe illness can also receive a 2024 boos
dose.You can get your next dose at your local pharmacy or GP.

AUSTRALIAN MATHEMATICS COMPETITION

As part of the competition students who choose to participate will be asked to solve 30 problems in 60 minutes. Thi:
will be conducted at Avondale Primary Schoollfaesday 6 August and occur outside of school hours (3.30pm
4.30pm).

The AMC was introduced in Australia in 1978 as the first Auswad@ mathematics competition for students. It has
become the largest single event on the Australian education calendar, allowing stadettsmpt the same tasks

on the same day in over 40 countries around the globe.

It is a fun competition with many of the problems set in situations familiar to students and showing the relevance of
mathematics in their everyday lives. The competition caters for students of all standards and ensures that all
participants find a point bchallenge. AMC aims to highlight the importance of mathematics as a curriculum subject
and give students an opportunity to discover talent and enjoyment in mathematics.

SAFETY: CYCLING TO SCHOOL
If children travel to school on a bicycle families should take into account the child's:

1 age

1 cycling experience

9 ability to perceive hazards
i traffic conditions

9 distances involved

Even when riding on footpaths and bike paths there are points at which roads need to be crossed. The reality is tha
most children, until around the age of 12 years, have not developed the necessary skills to be able to ride safely in:
near traffic. To dvelop these skills children need lots of help and practise under the supervision of an adult.

Road safety authorities recommend that children under the age of 9 are supervised by an adult when riding on the
road. Depending on their cycling skills angerxence, some children over this age may stitjuire supervision.

Wearing a helmet

When riding a bike, you must wear an approved helmet, securely fitted and fastBeédious and medical
exemptions may apply.

Rules about where you can ride

Riding on the footpath

Children under 13 can ride bicycles on footpaths. People older than this may ride on a footpath if they are riding wit
a child aged 12 or youngevledical exemptions may apply.

13.People riding on footpaths must always give way to pedestrians.

Equipment on your bike
Your bike must have at least one effective brake and working bell (or similar warning device).

9 Lights and reflectors are required at night or in conditions of reduced visibility. Lights must be visible from at lea:
200m away. This includes:
A flashing or steady white light at the front
Aflashing or steady red light at the back
A red reflector clearly visible at the back of the bike from 50 metres

Using pedestrian crossings

People walking have priority at pedestrian crossings, including zebra crossings and signal crossin
If you use a pedestrian crossing when riding, you must get off your bike and walk unless there is a bike lantern a
space for cyclists. Walking your bike across the crossing gives drivers more time to see you and stop.

If you approach a crossing when riding on the road, you must stop and give way to people on the crossin
